(power adapter, keyboard, mouse, monitors, headphones, etc.).

e Video Cameras or Mobile Device.

e Microphones and Audio Recording Devices.

e Tripods, Monopods, Handheld Stabilizers (no rails, jibs or sliders).

e No Drones.

e Copyright free and Royalty free Music is allowed. You may create your own soundtrack
using software on your computer

e You may record interviews using Skype, Microsoft Teams, and use capture recording
software like OBS Open Broadcaster Software to record the interview

Challenge Instructions:

e File size must be under 1GB

e Accepted file types: .mov/.m4v/.mp4 and mkv.

e Competitors can submit a minimum 720p to max 1080p video in a H.264 file.

e Time Requirement: Video length is to be 60-120 seconds

e Brand logos should not be the centre of focus in any shot or should be blurred if present.

e No footage captured prior to the competition is allowed to be used. All footage used in
the video should be filmed within the video submission time frame and not belong to any
other creator.
